Australia to host World’s largest Games Event – World Cyber Games 2004

Held on an annual basis ever since 2000, the World Cyber Games has continued to set the standard in global game competitions as well as providing comprehensive and fun game-related content to the world. WCG is the global game video and computer game tournament that over 1 million gamers around the world participate to compete in the annual grand final hosted by major cities of the world.
